After a career in education — including his role

Manager Events & Marketing at Stadion Feijenoord
(De Kuip).

He is currently active as an event and sponsorship
broker, consultant, and entrepreneur through

his company EventBroker, operating at the
intersection of sport, culture, education,
wellbeing, and entertainment.

Together with his son Nolan, he co-founded House
of Esports, a social impact sports marketing and
event agency that uses esports, gaming, and
gamification as tools to achieve societal goals.

The organisation operates from Rotterdam
(Feijenoord venue), with multiple E-Zones in
community centres and schools, and is active in
cities such as The Hague, Amsterdam, Utrecht,
and expanding to Eindhoven. A House of Esports
programme has also been established on Saba.
